In July I had a 48-hour, “part business” and “part-pleasure” visit to
the South of France. The “business” side was to participate in a
Memorial Service for a long-standing friend who had died, and the
“pleasure” was being taken to a concert in the courtyard of
Prince Ranier’s Palace at Monaco to hear the Monte Carlo
Philharmonic Orchestra play a programme of Gershwin and
Copland. Idyllic surroundings, balmy summer evening and
magnificent “died and gone to heaven” music. The thought of having
to get up at 5.30 a.m. the next morning to be taken to Nice airport
was far from the mind — if only this could last! Then suddenly the
rains came and before you could say knife, the orchestra ceased
playing, gathered up their instruments, fled and the audience sought
cover in the cloisters in the hope that it was simply a passing shower.
Alas, no; only two-thirds of the way through the programme and no
refund!

When three of the disciples of Jesus \vere with him on Mount
Tabor on one occasion we’re told that they so enjoyed the

experience of their surroundings that they suggested building
shelters there in order to stay and thus escape the hurly burly of life
“on the plain”.

It is important that we experience times of ‘“escape” and
treasure them as such but the reality of life is that, however much
we might think them ideal, we have to return to the hurly
burly, sometimes sooner than we might wish. September is a
month like that — it’s business as usual once more!
